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GUIDELINES FOR THE GPS TO BE ATTACHED WITH ULTRASOUND SONOGRAPHY MACHINE

In compliance of the Hon’ble Rajasthan High Court, Jaipur directions dated 15.04.2015 in the
matter of D.B. Civil Writ Petition (PIL} No. 3270/2012 Sh. S.K.Gupta Versus Union of India &
Others , the department issued “Circular-18” vide no. State PCPNDT Cell/LA/2015/809 dated
01.07.2015. Following clarifications/guidelines/roles & responsibilities and specifications of GPS
are being, hereby, issued in reference to the Circular-18, page no. 2 and point no. 3.

Roles and Responsibilities

A) Manufacturer/Authorized Distributor/Authorized Dealer of the Ultrasound Sonography
Machines:

To ensure the installation of GPS as per enclosed specifications {Annexure-A)

To execute an agreement with the service provider of GPS for smooth operations of
GPS.

To provide a copy of the above agreement to the Sonography Center Owner.

. To provide the details viz website address, user-id, password and user-manual for the

tracing/ online monitoring of USG machine to the concerned SDAA/ DAA/CM&HO cum
DNO (PCPNDT), District PCPNDT Coordinator, SAA and Sonography Center Owner.

To keep the website functional 24 x 7 for anytime, anywhere access, for the tracing/
online monitoring of USG machine by the concerned SDAA/DAA/CM&HO cum DNO
{PCPNDT), District PCPNDT Coordinator and SAA.

To submit the sale/ resale records of USG machine to concerned SDAA/DAA/CM&HO
cum DNO (PCPNDT), District PCPNDT Coordinator and SAA. Also, the information should
be submitted through IMPACT Software for real time information.

To submit an affidavit on non-judicial stamp of Rupees 10/- duly notarized for
compliance of above roles & responsibilities to SDAA with a copy to CM&HO cum DNO
(PCPNDT) and PD (PCPNDT) cum I/c State PCPNDT Cell.

B) Sonography Center Owner:

To ensure all payments/ recurring expenses to keep the GPS functional.

To ensure the jammer proof environment in and around the sonography center.

Applicant shall submit the application for registration and affidavit to SDAA.

Application may be accepted (approved) or rejected (cancelled) as per the PCPNDT Act 1994
& Rules 1996.

If the application is accepted then the certificate of registration shall be issued to the
applicant.

Sonography Centre Owner shall provide a copy of certificate of registration to
Manufacturer/Authorized Distributor/Authorized Dealer of the USG Machines requesting
for the supply, installation and commissioning of USG Machine and GPS.

Manufacturer/Authorized Distributor/Authorized Dealer shall ensure to attach the GPS (also

to mark UNIQUE SNo. other then IMEI No.) with USG machine at their warehouse.

Manufacturer/Authorized Distributor/Authorized Dealer shall transport the USG machine to
the registered sonography center.

The installation and commissioning activity of USG machine and GPS shall be performed at
registered sonography center by the Service Engineer of Manufacturer/Authorized
Distributor/Authorized Dealer.

CAF for SIM Connection shall be filled in the name of sonography center owner, as per the
plan suggested/ adviced by the service engineer for seamless connectivity so that real time
status would be available to AA.

Service Engineer shall login to the website address and generate the test report/ SMS alert/
Email alert that the GPS is working and its current location is available (visible) on GPS
website.

Service Engineer shall prepare the installation report of GPS with USG machine. The report
contain the joint signature of Service Engineer and sonography center owner with the seal.

Concerned SDAA/ DAA shall do the intact of GPS with USG machine.

Website address and sufficient user-ids, passwords and user-manual would be provided to
the concerned SDAA/DAA/SAA.

Sonography center owner shall submit the affidavit.
Manufacturer/Authorized Distributor/Authorized Dealer shall submit the affidavit.

Regular monitoring at State Headquarter Control Room by the Nodal Officer, at District by
District PCPNDT Coordinator and at Sub Division by concerned staff.

Note: Technical specifications and guidelines for the management and smooth operations of
tracking devices (Active Tracker/ Silent Observer) issued vide no. 2244 dated 05/09/2014
shall remain unchanged.

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All the registered Medical Practitioners, authorized by amendment in rule 3(3) of the
PCPNDT Rules of 1996 made in the year 2012, to carry out the sonography test, shall
sign the sonography reports. The digital signatures will not be allowed. Each & every
report will be accompanied with the photo copy or printed copy of the registration
certificate of the PCPNDT clinic.
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Every sale of the ultrasound sonography machine whether static or portable under
section 3(B) of the PCPNDT Act will be reported by the manufacturers to the State
Appropriate Authority. The manufacturing companies and dealers will obtain
sufficieng proof of the registration or application for registration before sale of the
machine. The reporting will also include the sale of the second hand ultrasound
sonography machine with the proof of sale to be registered as PCPNDT Clinic. Every
sale of machine in violation of these directions will be treated as unauthorized sale,
on which the machine will be liable to be seized.
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A GPS will be required to be attached to check the location of the ultrasound
sonography machine. Every manufacturer wills instal!l a GPS System at the time of
sale of machine for tracing the location of the ultrasound sonography machine. The
State Appropriate Authority will develop the technical knowhow of attaching a GPS
on every machine within a period of three months, After three months, the sale of
Ultrasound sonography machine without attaching GPS System will not be
permitted.
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The active trackers installed on sonography machines are of no use until the control
rooms are established. The State Government will ensure that sufficient number of
control rooms is established and a nodal officer is appointed for continuous

monitoring of control roum servers.
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The society at large has to be vigilant about the pernicious practice of female
foeticide, which is conceived in secrecy and executed in deceit in connivance with
the medical practitioners, The member of the society is given freedom to report
these crimes to the State Appropriate Authority and the District Appropriate
Authority. The complaints addressed to the District Magistrate or any other
Appropriate Authority will be immediately reported to the State Appropriate
Authority for taking steps. Wherever the complaints are found to be genuine, on
making inspection, the complainant will be rewarded and for which the State Gowt.
will issue Appropriate Scheme within 3 months. The decoy operations will be
encouraged and for which the State Govt. will issue guidelines for both carrying out
the decoy operation and for rewarding the participants in the successful decoy
operations. '
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The State Govt. is requested to continue its efforts to encourage and expand the scope
of the schemes for welfare of GIRL CHILD. The State Govt. has taken sufficient
measures for public awakening, such as 'BADHAI SANDESH’ on the birth of CIRL
CHILD, involvement of various NGO's and Govt Organisations in 'BETI BACHAO
BETI PADHAO' and in developing the 'ASHA SOFTWARE' for timely and scamless
online payment under the various scheme to the beneficiary. The fall in the ratio of
GIRL CHILD in the state of Rajasthan, however, requires the State Govt. to increase
and expand the scope of the existing scheme and to initiate more schemes, for public
awareness for protection of GIRL CHILD.
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The State Govi., NGO's, Charitabie Societies and the School both Govt. and Private
must be encouraged and given special grants to organize programmes for
development of the Girl Child and awareness against female foeticide and female
infanticide.
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
